È Having someone attend a course in your place

È Failing to follow test -taking procedures



È Signing a roll sheet for another student

È Giving false information to college personnel

È Answering verbal or written questions in an 
untrue manner

È Inventing data or sources of information for 
papers or other assignments



È Address your behavioral and academic 
standards in your syllabus

È Remind students that they are on the honor 
system when they take your exams.

È Repeat your expectations throughout the 
semester

È Share your expectations regarding the use of 
old tests for study purposes

È Refrain from recycling exams



The faculty member has several options:

È No action

È Verbal reprimand

È Require that work is repeated

È Grade of F for that assignment

È Reduction in course grade as a result of above

È Referral to Office of VPSS for further 
administrative action



È Hostile, belligerent, verbally aggressive, 
argumentative, willfully disobedient, defiant, 
or profane

È May behave in a bizarre or inappropriate 
fashion

È May be unreasonably demanding 

È Usually focus attention on themselves
